restaurant REVIEW: Brompton bar and grill

When François O’Neill launched the 
Brompton Bar and Grill last year, one 
could have been forgiven for thinking him 
a brave man indeed. For prior to its current 
incarnation, the Brompton Bar and Grill 
had been the perennially popular Brasserie 
St Quentin, an established part of the 
Brompton parade beloved of Brompton 
residents for three decades.

Judging by the number of happy 
diners we saw during the Tuesday 
lunchtime we whiled away at the Brompton 
Bar and Grill, O’Neill has done a fine job of 
winning over locals. His formula? A cosy 
but modern ambience (all dark wood and 
clean lines), tried-and-tested classics on 
the menu, and a wine list that could, quite 
possibly, lay claim to offering the best 

value in London. If all that isn’t enough 
to tempt you in of an evening, how about 
great cocktails and regular live music in 
the basement?

But to the food. I started with the 
delectably simple dressed crab, while 
companion one plumped for the scrambled 
duck eggs. These were perfectly moist and 
enhanced with wild mushrooms (the dish 
rather looked like my perfect breakfast, 
actually). Companion two was mightily 
impressed with his sweetbreads, having 
never before eaten this delicacy with such 
a simple yet inventive dressing – a fresh, 
delicate combination of cucumber, egg 
and tarragon.  

The Brompton Bar and Grill being, 
well, a grill, all three of us felt carnivorously 

compelled for our mains. One companion 
opted for a burger, while two of us shared 
the rib of beef, which, like the burger, was 
tender and cooked exactly as requested. 
We all agreed that the quality of the meat 
was suggestive of a chef with a good 
relationship with his butcher.

How to finish off a meal of simple, 
well put-together classics? Why, a simple, 
well put-together crème brûlee, of course. 
Shared between two, it didn’t stay in its 
dish for long.
